Housing Growth Option’s  
Consultation 

High Peak Borough Council 
has just finished the first 
stage of consultation on 
identifying new sites for 
housing for the period up to 
2026.  
 
Whilst the result from the 
council are still under re-
view following the close of 
the consultation last week.  
 
The local results from  
Cllr Anthony Mckeown’s  
local survey  indicate that 
whilst local’s generally don’t 
won’t more housing, if there 
has to be more housing 
sites in support of a Game-
sley station and reusing ex-
isting industrial sites should 
be considered for develop-
ment before looking at new 
greenfield sites. 
 
Further details on sites un-
der consideration will be 
published next year.

Gamesley Beatsweep 

As part of Derbyshire Police’s Operation Relentless, a 
beatsweep is taking place on Gamesley between the 
9th and 18th October. 
 
The beatsweep will see a range of agencies including 
the police working on the estate to tackle local issues, 
these will include amongst others the council’s clean 
team to tackle grot spots, the DVLA to check car tax, 
and the department of works and pensions. 
 
In addition there will be visit’s by the mobile police sta-
tion on a number of occasions incluing on Saturday 10th 
October from 2pm until 5.00pm when they will offer 
crime prevention, dog fouling and with the fire brigade 
fire safety information.  
 
There will also be a range of activities aimed at the kids 
including Gamesblast, Ozbox, and a visit by the climbing 
wall on the 15th October from 4pm until 6pm.
